After the third year of study the student is obliged to complete an internship programme in the field of dentistry - manual procedures at dental clinics (dentist's offices).                                .                                                                         
The head of the clinic/office or a coordinator appointed thereby determines in detail the responsibilities and schedule of the internship and supervises the student's performance. 
The student's absence at work can only be justified with a formal doctor's leave. If the illness (absence) is longer than a week, the internship period must be prolonged as relevant. 
The student shall keep the internship log sheet.
Completion of the internship programme is confirmed by the coordinator - physician with 1st or 2nd degree specialization, while credit is awarded by the head of the dentist's office, through a relevant entry in the internship log sheet.
AIM OF THE INTERNSHIP: 
performance of basic clinical procedures in conservative dentistry, caries prevention and periodontics; active assistance during all dental procedures performed at the office. Broadening of the student's knowledge on record keeping at a dentist's office and sterilization principles. 
Internship duration: 4 weeks (120 hours). 
DETAILED PROGRAMME
should encompass the following activities:
· dental examination, caries prevention and treatment,  prosthetic treatment planning
· active assistance during conservative dentistry, prosthetics, orthodontia and dental surgery procedures
· treatment of dentine hypersensitivity
· caries prevention: fissure sealing and fluoridation                                                                                                                                                                          
· proper oral hygiene instructions and patient motivation
· improvement of skills connected with keeping documentation in a dentist's office
· acknowledgement of the principles of sterilization and sterilization documentation kept by the office
· improvement of skills related to knowledge on dental instruments and devices
· learning the principles and repair of removable partial dentures
